Consumer Price Index for the year 2010, that is, 161 points with base
2001=100 and for every raise of one point over and above 161 points, an
increase of Rs.1.40 (Rupee one and forty paise only) per day shall be paid
as deamess allowance.

The dearness allowance shall be calculated on the first April of every year
on the basis of the average of the indices for the praceding twelve months,
that is from January to December.

The Tirupur Mavatta Ooraga Valarchi Ullatchithurai Cozhiyar Sangam
had filed a Writ Petition in WP.Np.25345 of 2023 before the Hon'ble High
Court, Madras challenging the G.0.(2D).No.36, Labour Welfare and Skill
Development (J1) Department, dated.16.06.2023 and the Hon'ble High
Court in WMP.N0.24753 and 24755 of 2023 vide order dated.28/08/23
granted interim stay of the operation of the order in GO(2D)No.36, Labour
Welfare and Skill Development (J1) Department, dated.16/06/23.

Further, in a subsequent development, another Writ Petition in
WP.No.26344 of 2023 had been filed by Uzhaippor Urimai Iyakkam. The
Hon’ble High Court of Madras and in its order dated. 11.09.2023 has given
the following direction:-

*In view of the above submissions, this Court, directs the respondents
